‘Sofa Sermons’ 

On 11th April, 9th May and 11th July, we are going to have ‘sofa 

sermons’. No, this isn’t about doing anything with our pews!  Instead, 

these services will help us think about current issues from a Christian 

point of view.  This is particularly relevant around the time of the 

general election.  For each sofa sermon, we have invited three people 

to take their place upon a sofa and to talk about a particular topic 

from their perspective. The people involved are mostly St. Matthew’s 

members who have expertise on the topic – the three topics we’re 

going to explore are disability, medical ethics and climate change.  

This ‘sofa sermon’ will happen in place of the normal sermon – most 

other aspects of these services will be the same as usual. 
 

‘Zoned’ services 

Over the past three years we’ve had various ‘zoned’ services, either as 

one-offs or in groups of three or four.  In June we are planning another 

set of zoned services, based around passages from John’s gospel.  The 

idea is that, instead of a sermon, there are a variety of zones set up 

around the church which will allow us to explore the passage and its 

themes in different ways – from discussion to quiet reflection, from 

visual arts to poetry – or through chatting over a cup of coffee.  We 

hope that the passages will come alive in new ways as we engage 

with them creatively.  If you would be interested in creating a zone for 

one or more services, please see Philip King.
